1.2 Introduction

The following Release Notes illustrate the complete understanding among TechFlow, Inc., Lockheed Martin Information Technology, CLMS, LLC, and the General Services Administration (GSA) as to the content of the delivery of the updated Regional Business Application (RBA) software.  The Release Notes detail the enhancements to the RBA system.  

1.3 Purpose

The primary purpose for this RBA release is to add the ACT Number Generator, correct known issues with the funding documents, as well as to update the contractor interface. This will be accomplished through the following ECPs:

· ECP-171: Generate Valid ACT Numbers for Regional Use

· ECP-172: CODB Contracts Update

· ECP-182: FSS Contract Interface

· ECP-184:  Remove Fund Doc Expiration Date
· DCO for ECP-184

· ECP-187:  Availability of Funding Deletion Option 

2 updates included in ITSS

This section provides details on updates implemented in ITSS.

2.1 Implementation of ECP-184 (Remove Fund Doc Expiration Date)

The GSA has requested removal of the funding “Expiration Date” field in the Funding sections of the RBA.  This date field is no longer relevant with the introduction of the “Citation Expiration Date” from the recent Funding Rewrite release. Consequently, the field and all related validations will be removed from the funding document as well as the citation document.  

Figures 1 and 2 show the old and new views of the Funding and Citation documents respectively.

2.2 Implementation of ECP-187 (Availability of Funding Deletion Option)

New funding documents have an optional delete radio button visible until the funds become associated with an order, at which point the radio button permanently disappears. An error was occurring in which this radio button would re-appear when a deobligation modification was created which resulted in a funding document with zero dollars obligated. This has been corrected so the delete radio button will permanently disappear with the first dedication made using a funding document.

3 UPDATES INCLUDED in CODB

This section provides details on updates implemented in CODB.

3.1 Implementation of ECP-171 (Provide Capability to Generate Valid ACT Numbers for Regional Use)

The ACT_NUMS table in the CODB will now be used to track ACT numbers.

3.2 Implementation of ECP-172 (CODB Contracts Update)

The contracts table in the CODB and Business Objects will be updated to add the following columns:

On a regular basis, a contracts data dump will be pulled from ITSS and compared to the CODB.  The fields above along with any other differences will be populated and/or updated in the CODB.  These changes will then flow into Business Objects over night.

3.3 Implementation of ECP-182 (FSS Contract Interface)

A FSS_CONTRACTS table will be added to the CODB.  This table will contain the contracts data pulled in from the FSS contract repository.  A process was developed to import this data daily.  Business Objects will pull this data from the CODB nightly.  Integration of this data into the RBA will be a future enhancement, but the FSS contract data will be used by the RBA Registration Staff to validate contract data prior to making it available for use.

3.4 Implementation of ECP-184 (Remove Fund Doc Expiration Date)
The “Expiration Date” will be removed from the Fundings table in the CODB since it was added at the citation level in the last release.  Funding Expire Dates in years 1994 through 2015 will be pushed to the citation level for the regions that reviewed their data and requested the dates pushed.  This date will also be removed from the Funding Archive and the Region 3 and 8 read only.  The data is available for future use via the help desk

4 Updates included in ITOMS 

This section provides details on updates implemented in ITOMS.

4.1 Implementation of ECP-171 (ACT Number Generator)

LMIT has been tasked to provide a method to generate valid ACT numbers for regional use in the RBA. It is anticipated that stores of ACT numbers currently maintained in GSA Regions will be depleted in the near future. Given this, ACT numbers generated by the ITOMS component of the RBA, would serve the same purpose as the current NEAR ACT number.
LMIT staff has implemented a new algorithm for the generation of ACT numbers that differs from the existing algorithm used to generate NEAR ACT numbers. The new ACT number structure will consist of an alpha character followed by 7 numerical characters and ending with an alpha character (i.e. A1234567F).

Only regional staff with “DBA” privileges in ITOMS will be able to access the Generate ACT Number module through the ITOMS application.

The Generate ACT Number module will have the following functionalities:

· Generate or retrieve a maximum of 999 ACT Numbers for each request

· Print ACT Numbers generated or reprint previously generated listings

· Send the ACT Numbers to an Excel spreadsheet

· Save the ACT Numbers to a file

· Notify through a warning message the total of unused ACT Numbers allotted to a Region exceeding 500 ACT Numbers

4.2 Implementation of ECP-184 (Remove Fund Doc Expiration Date)

Due to the introduction of the “Citation Expiration Date”, the “Funding Document Expiration Date” field is no longer relevant. The Funding Document module in ITOMS has been modified to remove the expiration date field from the Funding Document tab.

ITOMS also removed “Funding Document Expiration Date” from the following function areas: 

· Expiration date for validation against Citation Document’s expiration date

· Funding Document search form

· Funding Document print form

All validations, restrictions, or dependencies on the value for “Funding Document Expiration Date” have been removed.

5 ITOMS New Version Download Instructions 

The following instructions will assist Regional ITOMS users who currently use the ITOMS application in updating to the latest version of the ITOMS client application.

Once the new client application is loaded to the ITOMS production servers, the user will be prompted to download the new version of the ITOMS application.

Click “OK” to download the new ITOMS client application to your PC.  When asked whether to “Use Proxy”, “No” should be selected unless you are attempting to download ITOMS to a home computer where the use of a proxy is required. In virtually all cases, “No” should be selected.

After the new version of the application is downloaded, the GSA security banner will once again appear.  Click “OK” and the ITOMS login screen will display. Check to make sure that the application is configured to point to the production ITOMS server by pressing CTRL-S.  Make sure that one of the following addresses is entered in the Server Name field of the ITOMS Server Properties dialogue box:

· 63.240.209.110

Login and check the version number of the new application at the bottom of the ITOMS explorer screen.
