1.2 Introduction

The following Release Notes illustrate the complete understanding among TechFlow, Inc., Lockheed Martin Information Technology, CLMS, LLC, and the General Services Administration (GSA) as to the content of the delivery of the updated Regional Business Application (RBA) software.  The Release Notes detail the enhancements to the RBA system.  

1.3 Purpose

The primary purpose for this RBA release is to both add functionality, as well as correct known issues with the Client Ordering Information (COI) and Funding documents. This will be accomplished through the following ECPs:

· ECP-201: Correct COI Remit Company Length Constraint

This section provides details on updates implemented in ITSS.

2.1 Implementation of ECP-185 (Attachment for COI)

The GSA has requested the addition of an attachment section to the Client Ordering Information (COI) document to allow Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) documents to be associated with the MOU number.  This new section is named “MOU Attachment(s)” and is located directly below the “MOU Number(s)” field as shown below in Figure 1.  The functionality is identical to other file attachment sections in the Integrated System.  Both GSA personnel and clients can view the attachment, but only GSA personnel have edit permission.  This section is completely hidden to vendors.

2.2 Implementation of ECP-201 (Correct COI Remit Company Length Constraint)

ECP – 201 increases the Client Ordering Information (COI) “Remit Company” field length to 75 characters.  Previously this field was 30 characters which limited the input of company names with more than 30 characters.
